INSTRUCTIONS FOR USING
HOPE NEBULIZER DOSING CHART:

1. Locate physician’s ordered mg/hr or mi/hr in the left hand
columns.

2. Locate the number of hours therapy will last on the top
row of the chart.

3. Intersect the row and the column to find ml of Albuterol to
add to the Reservoir, then fill with normal saline up to the
corresponding hour line.

EXAMPLE ONLY

Physician’s order: Continuous nebulizer with 15 mg/hr
Albuterol for 3 hours.

1. Find 15 mg/hr on the far left column.
2. Locate the 3 hour column at the top of the chart.

3. Intersect the row and column. You get 9. This is how
many ml of Albuterol to add to the nebulizer.

4. Locate FILL TO number located above the 3 hour column
=75 ml.

5. Fill with n/s to 75 ml mark on reservoir. Screw medication
reservoir to Nebulizer, and Nebulizer to flowmeter. Set
flow to 10 Ipm, and secure mask.
